Grow Your Own grant will address the LEA's teacher pipeline needs.

Katy ISD is a fast-growing district, and the demand for teachers intensifies each year. Currently, there are 197 teacher job openings in the district, and more
are anticipated for the 2024-25 school year, as we are opening three new schools in the fall. The turnover rate for teachers in Katy ISD ranges from 13.1 to
16.8 percent from year to year. During the increased need for teachers, over the past several years, our Education and Training pathway course enroliments
have diminished. Though teaching is a necessary and honorable profession for a strong society, perceptions of it are not as they should be now. Our goal with
applying for the Grow Your Own Texas Grant is to help grow our Education & Training career cluster by strengthening enroliments and incentivizing teachers to
sponsor and support Career and Technical Student Organizations (CTSO’s). We believe that the funding can best be used for teacher stipends to become
active sponsors of CTSO’s and, for students, to fund TAFE individual student membership fees, and conference registrations with associated travel expenses
to TAFE events and conferences to help Katy ISD grow enroliment in the Education and Training and the Young Educator Associate degree programs.

The primary underlying goal of the grant is to boost student interest and enroliment in Katy ISD’s Education and Training program with the hope that students
will return to Katy ISD as teachers. To do so, we need to develop mechanisms for students to gain hands-on experiences and build resumes which
demonstrate their learning. Student organizations accomplish both. With the grant funding, we will be able to fund and grow TAFE (Texas Association of Future
Educators) chapters in the ten Katy ISD high schools.

We will incentivize Education and Training teachers to sponsor and lead active chapters on their campuses by providing a $1,000 stipend per school year, plus
associated payroll benefits, for the two-year period. Teachers will attend workshops to train them how to start and manage, or grow, their chapters and the
processes needed for students to attend/compete successfully in TAFE conferences and competitions. They will market, advertise, and recruit students for
their programs to build interest and enroliment. The teachers will also market and recruit students for our new Dual Credit Education and Training program that
enables students to earn their Associate of Arts degree in Teaching before they graduate from high school. Students that

complete either program will be guaranteed an interview when they earn their teaching degree and certification. Additionally, students that complete their
Associate of Arts in Teaching before graduating high school and go on to attend our University of Houston Victoria will complete their student teaching

experience in Katy ISD and are guaranteed an interview for a teaching job when they graduate with their teacher certification from the University of Houston
Victoria.

Students will have their annual TAFE membership dues paid through the grant. We anticipate that this would affect up to 60 students in each of our ten high
schools, for an estimated total of 600 students district-wide affected. That will be 1,200 student memberships paid over two years. Students will have
conference/competition fees and associated expenses paid through the grant.

D. Performance and Evaluation Measures

Katy ISD CTE will monitor success by analyzing enrollments in both Education and Training pathway courses.

Katy ISD CTE will also monitor success by analyzing growth numbers in new TAFE charter and chapter application and approvals, and student participation
numbers.

TAFE conference attendance by students will be monitored to make sure participation goals are being met.

Teachers receiving stipends will be expected to provide progress reports each semester to report their TAFE chapters' health.

Financial transactions will be managed at the district level by the Grant Finance Department.

There will be an end-of-year summary report to CTE for teachers sponsoring TAFE chapters to reflect on their year and express goals for growth and plans for
accomplishing the growth for the subsequent school year.

We propose that, over a two-year period, teachers who teach Education and Training courses and sponsor active TAFE organizations are to receive a $1,000
stipend plus associated payroll benefits per year. This amounts to $23,000 of the grant request.

Chapter Fees for TAFE are $80/year per chapter, a total of $1,600 for ten school chapters over the two-year period. Rising Educator (Student Member) Fees
for TAFE are $10 per student per year. We anticipate that we will have 60 students per school at ten high schools each year for two years who will participate
in TAFE. This amounts to $12,000 in membership fees over the two-year period. The $11,725 remaining balance will be for conference/competition attendance
and associated expenses. This would go toward conference fees and travel. Indirect cost at the restricted rate is $1,675.

At the district level, the CTE department director and instructional
officers will counsel and coach teachers, provide training, and monitor progress of the chapters via correspondence, semester reports, and end of year

summaries. They will advise on ways to improve enrollments, help with marketing to increase enroliments and collaboratively, work through issues which may
arise in the chapters.
