To fulfill the mission of Mathis ISD (MISD) to ensure every student is safe, successful, and has a foundation for college and career success, it is critical that we
recruit and retain high-performing teachers. Challenges that we currently face in doing this include positions that are unfilled or filled after school starts
(currently have 2 math positions unfilled and a Health Science position that was filled after school started); no or few candidates for 6-12 mathematics, HS
English, fine arts, adaptive ed, and CTE positions; a 17% teacher turnover rate; lack of housing; and under-representation of males. The Grow Your Own Grant
will address these teacher pipeline challenges by further leveraging talent who have existing ties to the community so will have a greater investment in our
schools along with a desire/incentive to make their homes here. We know our graduates tend to return to and stay in MISD as currently, 32 out of 102 teachers
in the district and 20 out of 34 educational aides graduated from MISD. We just need to support more of them to achieve the degrees and credentials required.
Most of our students attend four of our neighboring and partnering colleges and universities, so we have the ability to create a grade 9-16 pipeline.
