Our goal is to recruit year-long residents to train them in the"Leadership Prep Way" so that upon graduation, they are highly effective teachers and because
they were so supported throughout their residency, they accept a full-time teaching position in our district.

If awarded grant funds, Leadership Prep School will utilize the funding to partially fund a grant coordinator's salary to support LPS' mission of recruiting,
supporting, and retaining highly effective teachers. To meet the mission, the grant coordinator will have the following goals:

Facilitate current and future partnerships with EPPs in placing year-long residences in high-needs areas in our district

Support and further develop our year-long teacher mentorship program, which would include year-long residents

During the design year, assess the quality of our current mentorship program

Collaborate with other Region 10 districts awarded grant funds, Region 10 Strategic Staffing professionals, and our partner EPPs Facilitate the recruitment of
residents from partner EPPs

Develop strategies to retain residents including but not limited to pairing them with a highly effective mentor teacher

Evaluate and adjust the compensation of residents as needed

Develop local protocols for residents including substitute teaching

The main objective of the proposed program is to create a highly effective and sustainable pipeline of high-quality teachers that will be professionally grown
within our district. Residents will attend collaborative team meetings daily as well as other professional development with their mentors. Mentors will be trained
and the objectives of the program will be clear as well as measurable. Mentors will model highly effective instructional practices and provide a gradual release
to the residents when it is evident that they are ready to achieve a co-teaching environment. Residents will serve as substitutes in classrooms once or twice
weekly in order to have a diverse experience and become familiar with the total campus culture. Mentors and residents will debrief regularly about goals,
performance, progress, and areas of needed growth. Through this process, the District will ensure by retaining the residents as classroom teachers an

increased access for all students to a high-quality teacher. We want all students to have a high-quality, effective teacher, and this grant provides the
opportunity to do so.

LPS, in partnership with EPP and Regional Service Center, will collaboratively prioritize skills needed by residents, and create a plan to build those skills,
create rubrics for residency performance focusing on effective content practices, and create and conduct evaluation surveys from all parties impacted including
campus administration, mentors, residents, and EPP staff. Teacher residents will be evaluated using the T-TESS model. This will measure their ability to build
pedagogical content knowledge practices and apply them in an instructional setting. By the end of the residency year, residents should demonstrate the ability
to design clear, well-organized sequential lessons that reflect best practices, align with standards, and are appropriate for diverse learners. The level of
mastery will be determined by the T-TESS criteria in relation to student performance. Students across grade levels will be given pre-assessments, formative
assessments, and common assessments at the end of each unit of study. Data from these assessments will be compared between the control group of
classrooms without residents in addition to a classroom teacher to classrooms with a resident and mentor teacher to evaluate the effectiveness of our

program. Overall successful student growth and program effectiveness will be measured by resident retention rates within the district. Residents who show
evidence of success in their residency through student performance will be looked at for retention.

The $80,000 grant award would pay $40,000 of the program manager's salary for 2 years. Reallocation of funds currently being used for that purpose will
enable stipends for mentor teachers and compensation for residents who work on days not committed to residency. Having reallocated funds increases the
amount of time we have to look at budgets to find more sustainable resources to continue to build the year-long residency program. One possible source of
funding is the amount spent on substitutes to help while teachers and interventionists provide HB 4545 instruction.

Currently, we are in need of 3 K-6 teachers, one middle school math, one middle school science and one high school English teacher as well as 3 special
education teachers at all grade levels. With the grant technical assistance will be invaluable in designing a systematic way for resident teachers to support
instructional needs on campuses. For our district, we plan to utilize resident teachers as tutors/push-in small group support in areas where small group
instruction could accelerate learning and close achievement gaps., then, as needed, as substitutes. We have seen a large increase in EL students, special
education students and at risk students in our district. Identifying the subjects, grade levels, and campuses where this support would be most beneficial, and
correlating that with resident and mentor availability, will be a complex task. Scheduling of targeted tutoring/push-in support will need to work around the
resident teacher's own educational/class requirements. Technical assistance can help to develop a plan that allows for tutoring/push-in support at the
elementary level and substitute support. Ideally, the plan will also allow resident teachers opportunities to see other teachers, classrooms, and campuses.

LPS is committed to having a person in place with allocated time and resources for the completion of the year-long design process, as well as the
implementation support year. This New Teacher Coordinator will be responsible for supporting the campus administrators, residents, and mentors as they
navigate the process. Time and effort will be documented, and included in a shared document to enhance transparency and ensure equity in the division of
duties.

LPS is committed to working with EPP and Service Providers to create a year-long residency process that is effective in providing a quality preparation
program. Residents participating in the program will be and will feel that they are ready for their first year teaching. Mentors involved in the process will be
trained and become high-quality mentor teachers.

LPS is committed to finding the needed resources to sustain the year-long residency program after the grant period ends. Campus administration will be given
training necessary to provide support to residents and mentors.

LPS is committed to supporting residents by providing time for training and college requirements, including residents in professional development
opportunities, and providing financial compensation for days worked that they are not required to be with mentor.

LPS is committed to supporting mentor teachers by providing necessary training and resources. Financial compensation will also be given for extra time and
effort put forth by mentor teacher

We have been in conversations with Dallas College about a residency partnership over the past year. We chose this EPP to partner with based on the quality
of the students coming out of the program. We have agreed to place a minimum of 3 paid residents from their program. This will be our first year to engage in
the program. Being a recipient of this grant will allow the District to improve our current mentor-teacher program. Through a partnership with the EPP and
technical assistance provider, we will be able to collaborate, perform a needs assessment, and use this data to drive the blueprint of our strategic staffing plan.
We are excited about the possibilities that this grant will provide us for improvement and high-quality staffing in high-needs areas.

LPS plans to work together with Dallas College to create procedures for shared governance and create authentic ways to evaluate the year-long residency
program. LPS anticipates skills that focus on effective content practices will be prioritized, measured, reviewed, and modified accordingly. We will meet at

least quarterly to review program data and make changes or reinforcements as needed throughout the course of the year to support building a sustainable
pipeline of high-quality teachers.

Doing so will allow for timely follow-up to all data, needs, concerns, or
celebrations. Documentation of meeting agendas and minutes from the meetings will allow there to be a seamless transition from meeting to meeting and to
help monitor progress throughout the school year.
