Program Implementation: Public School Partners (PSP),  Pre-K 4 SA, and the Driscoll ISD Chief Innovation Officer (CIO) are experienced in using project evaluation data for continuous improvement purposes and have established protocols for improvement cycles aligned to the performance contract. The Implementation SMART goal and benchmarks will be monitored by PSP staff and leadership, the district's CIO, as well as  Pre-K 4 SA via regularly scheduled continuous improvement cycles.This information will be rolled up into dashboards that will be reviewed by project partners quarterly. The Driscoll ISD leadership team will be updated regularly by the CIO and PSP.

Charter Contract Compliance: (1) Records Review: The district's CIO will conduct on-site review of student assessment and service records, teacher certification records, and criminal history background check records, twice annually in October and March; (2) Schedule: The chief innovation officer will review the schedule and calendar provided by the operator no later than April 15th (for the upcoming school year) to ensure compliance with full and half-day requirements; (3) Financial: The chief innovation officer, in consultation with the district’s independent auditor, will review the following annual reports: Financial Report, Year-End Audit, Budget, and Cash Flow Statement. Additionally, the Chief Innovation Officer will annually review the operator’s business operations manual and fiscal policies relevant to the district.

These autonomies are spelled out in the charter performance contract in alignment with TEA’s performance contract rubric. Autonomy includes initial, final and sole authority over curriculum, instructional strategies, instructional materials, lesson plans, assessments not required by the state, and services for students with special needs including students with disabilities, emergent bilingual students, and GT. Partner's autonomy also includes autonomy over the calendar and daily schedule as well as autonomy to determine and approve the entire budget, including any and all federal, state, and local funds due the campus and authority to amend the budget. These autonomies are not afforded at other campuses in the district. 
	StatProgReq2Txt[1]: The District has entered into a performance contract with the charter holder, Public School Partners, that establishes the academic and financial performance expectations that the partner must meet. During the first three years under the Agreement the Schools will not have tested grades. During this period, the Agreement can be terminated and the charter revoked if academic or financial goals  are not achieved for  three consecutive years. Beginning with the fourth year of operation, the Agreement can be terminated and the charter revoked with respect to a School if it fails to achieve a B rating or fails to meet financial goals in any one year.  Additionally, the District may terminate the agreement on the basis of a material breach. The District can terminate if the Partner fails to remedy the breach within sixty (60) days after written notice (unless the breach  affects the safety or well-being of a student, in which case termination is immediate).


	StatProgReq2Txt[2]: Eligible Applicant (Driscoll ISD): The district’s board of trustees has responsibility for adopting a charter authorizing policy (ELA Local), granting a charter at the recommendation of the superintendent, and approving a performance contract with academic and financial goals along with consequences for the operator’s failure to achieve those goals. District administration will monitor performance and compliance in accordance with TEA’s Authorizer Handbook, taking care not to infringe upon the autonomies specified in the charter contract. The governing board of the charter operator is ultimately responsible for ensuring that performance goals are met and will require the chief operating officers of the campuses to report regularly on progress toward those goals.
Public School Partners (campus charter holder):  PSP will have initial, final, and sole authority over all aspects of staffing, the campus budget, the academic program, and calendars and schedules.  These autonomies are spelled out in the charter performance contract in alignment with TEA’s performance contract rubric. The contract does not require the charter operator to comply with any policies for which the campuses would otherwise be exempt.
Pre-K 4 SA:  Pre-K 4 SA is an arm of the City of San Antonio that supports high quality early learning in partnership with child care centers. and districts. Pre-K 4 SA supported the design of the campus charter and will invest in continous improvement.

A recent study conducted by Decker-Woodrow (2020) of the prekindergarten program supported by Pre-K 4 SA demonstrated that participating students, the majority of whom were economically disadvantaged, exceeded the state average score on third grade math by 17 points. The study also demonstrated a significant impact on student attendance, a key factor in student academic success.

These activities include joint training of childcare and prekindergarten teaching staff  by PSP and Pre-K 4 SA and orientation to the CIRCLE Progress Monitoring System.  Planning activities  also include trainings to ensure compliance with state and federal law, including enrollment, lottery process, attendance policies, and accounting procedures.  Furthermore, the District will provide training on its reporting  systems. Planning funds are also allocated to procurement of supplies and materials needed for the prekindergarten in the childcare setting.

Pre-K4 SA will provide in-kind support and has proven results in assuring that prekindergarten programs lead to higher achievement in elemantary school.
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	StatProgReq2Txt[1]: The financial model for the partnership has been carefully constructed to ensure that the school will be sustainable on regular state and federal funding. In keeping with the purpose of the grant objectives and goals, grant funds will be expended on start-up expenses rather than recurring costs. Furthermore, one of the benefits of locating the prekindergarten program within a childcare center is that the cost of the facility is minimal. It is in the childcare center's interest to make the location affordable because the high-quality kindergarten provided at the location is a draw for families.
