The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP), also known as The Nation’s Report Card, is the largest continuing and nationally representative assessment of what our nation’s students know and can do in subjects such as mathematics, reading, science, and writing. Teachers, principals, parents, policymakers, and researchers all use NAEP results to assess progress and develop ways to improve education in the United States. Standard assessment administration practices are implemented to provide a common measure of student achievement.��The National Center for Education Statistics (NCES), within the U.S. Department of Education’s Institute of Education Sciences (IES), is charged by Congress with administering the NAEP program. The National Assessment Governing Board (NAGB) sets policy for the NAEP program.

The 2022 mathematics and reading assessments results for fourth- and eighth-grade students are reported for the nation, 50 states, two jurisdictions (U.S. Department of Defense Education Activity schools and the District of Columbia), and the 26 large-city school districts that voluntarily participate in the Trial Urban District Assessment.

How are schools and students selected?

1. Identify all eligible schools 2. Sample schools 3. Sample students

NCES selects a sample of schools using the NAEP sampling process to ensure the validity of the results. States verify if the selected schools are eligible to participate. This process ensures that NAEP assesses the most representative sample of students as possible.

Since NAEP is not designed to report results for individual students or schools, it is not necessary for every student in every school to take the assessment. 

To ensure that a representative sample of students is assessed, NAEP is given in a sample of schools whose students reflect the varying demographics of a specific jurisdiction, be it the nation, a state, or a district. Within each selected school and grade to be assessed, students are chosen at random to participate in NAEP. Every student has the same chance of being chosen—regardless of race/ethnicity, socioeconomic status, disability, status as an English language learner, or any other factors.

NAEP is administered on a digitally based platform to students across the nation by trained NAEP representatives and with the support of school coordinators. It takes approximately 120 minutes for students to complete an assessment. Students are only assessed in one subject area  All necessary equipment, including student tablets with an attached keyboard, stylus, earbuds, administrator tablet, and a router that provides a closed wireless network for the devices to communicate are provided during the time of the assessment. 

Allowable accommodations are provided as necessary for students  with disabilities and/or English language learners.  

Student responses on NAEP are private, and the privacy of each participating school and student is essential.

Student participation is voluntary, but highly encouraged

Student performance is reported in two ways—as average scale scores and as percentages of students performing at each of three achievement levels. 
 
Results are reported as average scores on separate scales for each grade. While both mathematics and reading are reported on a 0–500-point scale, scores cannot be compared across subjects or grades. 
NAEP achievement levels are established by NAGB with support from an expert panel and define a set of standards for what students should know and be able to do in each subject area assessed. Achievement-level results are reported as the percentages of students performing at or above the NAEP Basic, NAEP Proficient, and NAEP Advanced levels. The Governing Board defines NAEP Proficient performance as “competency over challenging subject matter.” The NAEP achievement levels are used on a trial basis and therefore should be interpreted with care to ensure a proper understanding of performance.


Results are provided for students overall and by selected demographic characteristics such as race/ethnicity, gender, and student eligibility for the National School Lunch Program. Results are also available based on information collected from the student, teacher, and school background questionnaires. NCES does not provide individual scores for participating students or schools.

Both public and private school students participated in the assessments and are included as part of the national results. In 2022, the school participation rates for private schools at both grades 4 and 8 did not meet the 70 percent or higher reporting criteria in both mathematics and reading, so their results cannot be reported separately. 
Results for states and other jurisdictions only reflect the performance of students in public schools. The national level results also include students from sampled charter schools.

Largest ever score declines in mathematics

In 2022, the average fourth-grade mathematics score decreased by 5 points and was lower than all previous assessment years going back to 2005; the average score was one point higher compared to 2003. 

The average eighth-grade mathematics score decreased by 8 points compared to 2019 and was lower than all previous assessment years going back to 2003. 

In 2022, fourth- and eighth-grade mathematics scores declined for most states/jurisdictions as well as for most participating urban districts compared to 2019. 

Keep in mind, average scores are reported on NAEP mathematics scales at grades 4 and 8 that range from 0 to 500.

In 2022, the average reading score at both fourth and eighth grade decreased by 3 points compared to 2019. At fourth grade, the average reading score was lower than all previous assessment years going back to 2005 and was not significantly different in comparison and1992. 

At eighth grade, the average reading score was lower compared to all previous assessment years going back to 1998 and was not significantly different compared to 1992. 


Average scores are reported on NAEP reading scales at grades 4th and 8th  range from 0 to 500.

In Texas, the average scale score for students in 2022 was not significantly different from that in 2019 (216). However, the average scale score for students in public schools across the nation in 2022 was lower than that in 2019 (219).

In Texas, the average scale score for students in 2022 was lower than the scores in 2005, 2007, and 2009. However, it was not significantly different from the scores in 1992, 1994, 1998, 2002, 2003, 2011, 2013, 2015, 2017, and 2019.

In Texas, the average scale score for students in 2022 was lower than the scores in 1998, 2002, 2003, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2011, 2013, 2015, and 2017. However, it was not significantly different from the score in 2019.
